
	Story Group Procedures (Literature Groups)

1. Monday – Introduce trade books to students. Let students choose from one of 4 different books. Students should be reminded that while reading they need to find 2 important pages to share at group on Friday. They also must complete a book sheet when finished.

2. Tuesday- Thursday  – Students read silently by themselves. Monitor student reading and read silently yourself to model. Students should read “just right” accelerated reader books when they finish their group book. Students can take AR test when finished.

3. Friday – Meet with each book group. Students will share pages and book sheets. Discuss the story and ask questions. When finished students will complete weekly reading self-evaluation.
